NET ATTACHMENTS – BBE5.12
The boxes below summarise the list of permitted attachments as described in Commission Regulation 3440/84.  If in doubt, refer to the original legislation.
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Bottom Side Chafers:  Any material and attached by front and side edges only.  Must only be attached to bottom half of trawl and outside of strengthening bags or chafing pieces.





Top Side Chafers:  Only one may be used and, except for trawls less than 60mm, may not be used in conjunction with a strengthening bag.  Top side chafers may be of two types.


Type A – Mesh Size of at least equal to codend and width of at least one and a half times codend.  Attached by forward and side edges only to outside of codend.  Must extend no more than 4 meshes ahead of lifting strop or cover no more than rear third of the codend and must end not less than 4 meshes ahead of the codline.


Type B – Must be made of the same material as codend but have twice the mesh size.  It must be attached along all four edges with the edges of meshes aligned.








Strengthening Bag: Must be cylindrical.  For nets of greater than 60mm only one may be used.  Same length and circumference as codend and may not extend more than 2 metres ahead of rear lifting strap.  For smaller nets two may be used and they be of smaller length and circumference than the codend.





The mesh size must be at least twice that of the codend and the mesh size of any second strengthening must be at least 120mm.  The bag may not extend forward of the codend and if made in sections, joins may not overlap by more than four meshes.





Chafing Pieces: These prevent lifting straps from cutting the codend.  They must be of net of the same circumference and mesh size as the codend, no more than 1 metre wide and only present with a lifting strap.





Codline: The codline must not enclose a chafer or be attached more than 1 metre from the rear meshes.  If a torquette is used the codline must be attached through the rear meshes of the codend.





Lifting Strap: This is to be attached by loops or rings and is to be at least 40% of the circumference of the codend except for the lifting strap nearer the codline which may be shorter.








Round Straps: These must be at least 1 metre apart and at least 40% of the circumference of the codend except for the rear most which, if not more than 2 metre sfrom the codline, may be shorter.  They may not encircle a chafer.





Flapper: This must have a mesh size at least equal to that of the codend, and be attached by its forward and side edges.  The forward edge must be at least 3 flapper lengths from the codline.





Seive Netting: This must have a mesh size twice that of the codend and extend into the codend by no more than one third the length of the codend.  Two pieces may be used provided they are separately attached and do not overlap.





Strengthening Ropes: Externally attached these are allowed.





Torquette: The point of forward attachment must not be further than 5 mesh diameters beyond the codline and it must not extend more than 1 metre out of the codline.





Median Lacing: Median Lacing is permitted to form a trouser codend.
